	1. At the moment there seems to be little demand in the Parish for the provision of further low cost housing.  However, this matter has been the subject of investigation both by North Yorkshire County Council and by the Yorkshire Dales National Park Authority, and will continue to be monitored by the Parish Council.
2. There have been some interesting and innovative schemes put forward by private individuals through the planning application system to which the Council has raised no objection.  Wherever possible any such future schemes will receive the support of the Parish Council.

	3. Parking in the village continues to be a problematic area and solutions hard to find.  The Council continues to try to deal with specific problems as they arise and to look for better ways to resolve the difficulties caused by the large number of visitors coming to the Parish during the summer months.  
4. Extensive work has been carried out on the North Walden Road and on the roads around the village to improve the surface drainage and remove potholes.  Consultations are also underway with the Highways Department regarding the identified ‘danger point’ where the village road joins the Bishopdale road following an accident caused by vehicles failing to stop when driving out of the village.  Winter gritting and snow clearance has also been the subject of discussion with North Yorkshire County Council which it is hoped will improve the service for next winter.

5. Extensive work was carried out during the summer on the drainage system under the Village Green which the Council feels has resulted in a reduction in the tendency of the Green to flood.  Horton Landscaping continues to carry out the grass cutting during the summer months, mostly satisfactorily.  Where problems have arisen, these have been dealt with as swiftly as possible.  With regard to the maintenance of the Green, and of the rest of the Parish, the new Parish Caretaker, Mr Richard Chapman has undertaken repairs around the Green, particularly opposite the Fox and Hounds Inn and outside the Chapel and will be carrying out similar work on other damaged areas.  As is reported every year, vehicles driving on the Green continue to be a major source of damage and subsequence expense to the public purse, despite requests in the Newsletters for drivers to show consideration.  The Parish Caretaker Scheme, which allows the Council to receive a grant for half the Parish Caretaker cost has approximately 18 months left to run.  There is no indication of a similar scheme being available after the end of 2012. 
6. As we reported last year, the level of littering in the Parish is not a matter of grave concern, but incidence of dog fouling continues to cause problems, particularly in the area near West Burton Primary School.  Residents of the Parish are asked to report anyone seen allowing their dog to foul the Green to a member of the Parish Council or the Clerk.  Offenders can be reported to Richmondshire District Council who can then impose penalties.
7. Maintenance of footpaths continues to be monitored and carried out in conjunction with the Yorkshire Dales National Park Authority.  Enquiries have been made about the responsibility for damaged pavements.
8. The Council continues to maintain its scrutiny of the two-week waste collection system.  Recent correspondence with Richmondshire District Council and Yorewaste has been centred on the possibility of recycling from commercial properties and holiday cottages.  Yorewaste has confirmed that it is looking into the possibility of introducing commercial recycling.

	9. Volunteers continue to give of their time to assist with various events and activities, including the May Fair and Bonfire Night, but further helpers would always be welcome.  The popular Village lunches are now into their fourth year.

13. The Newsletter continues to be delivered by post or by hand to every household in the Parish, as is the Annual Report and notice of the Annual Parish Meeting in May.  The website has been active now for several months and contains a wide range of information for both residents and visitors.  In addition, the Darlington and Stockton Times continues to publish reports of Parish Council meetings.  Important notices are also placed on the Notice Board.
