Best Kept Village Competition

The Village has been entered again this year and the judging will take place in the first two weeks of July.  The judges look at all visible frontages, including front gardens, farmyards, walls, hedges and the approaches to the Village.  As in the past, we know that many people make a big effort to make their gardens look attractive, and we are sure that everyone will do the same this year.  The Council will do its best to ensure that the areas we maintain are looking as neat and tidy as possible. 

Elections and Referendum

Parish Council elections are held every four years and ours was due this year.  There were five vacancies which were declared in the normal way by announcements in the press and by notices on the Notice Board.  The five existing Councillors all decided to stand again and have been returned unopposed, so there will not be a contested Parish Council election this time.

However, District Council elections are still being held as is the Referendum on the alternative voting system.  The polling both for this Parish will be in the Village Hall on 5 May.

Hydro power scheme

The project viability study has now been carried out and a final report produced.  Its conclusions were discussed by the Parish Council at its meeting on Tuesday, 12 April.

Sadly, the scheme does not look feasible at this time and the decision has been made not to proceed any further.  For more details on why this decision was made, please come along to the Annual Parish Meeting on 3 May.  In the meantime, the Council would like to thank the members of the Hydro Power Working Group who have willingly given their time and considerable expertise over the last year.  This has enabled us to get a study carried out and obtain a grant for the work which covered the full cost.  We would also like to thank H2ope, the firm who carried out the study, as without their waiver of 25% of the cost the study would not have been possible.
