RULES

Aysgarth Cemetery Joint Management Committee

Cemetery rules and regulations as of May 2007

Right to Burial

· Anyone who has had their past or principle residence in one of the three parishes (Aysgarth and District, Burton cum Walden and Carperby cum Thoresby)

· Non Residents will be accepted at a higher rate.  

Headstones          
· These should be installed in straight lines. 

· Not to be more than three feet high including the base

· Must be upright with no kerbs

Two tier graves     
· Six inches of soil between the first and second coffin 

· Three feet of soil on top of the last interment
Grave spaces - total grave space to be 8ft by 4ft centres

Grave digging

The only vehicle allowed into cemetery for grave digging to be a self propelled mini-digger with rubber tracks.  This is to protect the grass, verges and paths in the cemetery and Churchyard.  Any dug grave left over-night must be boarded up.

Green graves       Green burials are allowed anywhere in the cemetery 
Planted graves     

Only shrubs can be planted on these so that the roots do not interfere with digging other graves.  If a grave is to be covered with plants the area which can be planted can be no more than 2ft 6ins by 6ft (centred) including the headstone.

Grave maintenance   
If a grave has not been maintained for two years the cemetery committee has the right to take over its maintenance. 

Garden of rest for cremations, stillborns and small children 

 NO surplus soil from graves to be tipped in the garden of rest
Surplus soil and stones

All stones and surplus debris to be removed from the cemetery
Everything should be left clean and tidy from the cemetery to the public highway.  No dirt to be left on churchyard paths.  A fine of £100.00 will be imposed on anyone infringing these rules.
Payment and advance notice

Payment should be within 14 days of an interment

The Clerk should be given as much notice as possible of an interment.  Always check with the Clerk as to which plot is available.
